I am making updates, revisions, adding information on a somewhat regular basis in order to provide useful information to you and our guest viewers.
After lots of head scratching, trying out different devices; PC, laptop computers mobile devices, consultation and problem solving, I think I’ve found the reason. Lots of frustration was involved, including from this author and probably the members.
Therefore, to ensure you’re getting the latest information on a mobile device, please look at bottom of your screen for the menu bar.  You’ll need to make sure you’re using the Desktop view. Coulee Region Woodturners Wig Stand Project

One pet community engagement project of the club is Wig Stands; designed and turned by members. The completed stands are donated to local cancer centers, which in turn
hand them out to patients at no charge. Most of the viewers know of someone with cancer, so we want to honor these folks and let them know we support their
struggle. Various woods are used including cherry, oak, maple, hickory, pine and many others. A durable wood finish is used as many wigs are subjected to moisture.

The club project started in December 2021 and is ongoing. As of February 21, 2026 over 274 wig stands will have been donated to the Gundersen Clinic Cancer Center or other
local healthcare centers.
