CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order by Jessica at 3:04pm, having seven board members present and no club members.  The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the planning for the Assenmacher 100.

ASSENMACHER 100 PLANNING DISCUSSION
· It will cost $450 for tents, table and chairs.
· There is construction on Cappy Lane with a goal to finish before school starts, 2 days after our event.  Jessica has discussed alternative routes to avoid the construction.
· Route discussion:  Dave M has 2 possible routes ready, one is up Morrish to Grand Blanc Rd.  Also, in Laingsburg there would be markings to an alternate rest stop with minimal mileage changes.  He anticipates making final markings in Swartz Creek to modify mileage if needed.
· If we can keep our site at the PAC, we have power, but if we have to go back to the Middle School, we would need generators.  Jessica will continue to work with Swartz Creek DPW, including possible road sweeping.
· The Genesee County Road Commission has been cooperative and requested that Jessica let them know about anything that might need potholes filled prior to the ride.
· Brad’s pole barn is available again.  Joyce will not be available to help the day before the ride this year.
· T-shirts will be ready on August 12.  Paula can give Matt a check to pick up the T-shirts and Barb will be preparing them for distribution.
· Jessica asked Joyce to frequently post pictures prior to the event on social media to improve exposure.
· Dale Hansen says his trailer will be available for transporting water.
· Ride participation around the state has been down overall.  We currently have 76 registrations.  We had 110 riders last year (with rainy weather).
· Paulette will be available for set-up on Saturday at Brad’s.  The pole barn now has a concrete floor, too.
· Hoestlers are going to help with SAG driving.  Jessica asked if Joyce could assist with the Laingsburg rest stop with Matt, Joyce Clevenger and Carolyn Mansfield.
· Extra water delivery by the Hoestlers and Maloneys are planned.
· We will have one motorcycle SAG.
· Set-up and clean-up help will be needed.
· Matt can pick up the hot dog equipment and will order the hot dogs and coney sauce.  Joyce commented that we ran out of buns last year so we may want extra.  Joyce also wondered if A&W red sauce might be available to provide.
· There are brick and mortar restrooms in Laingsburg, so we don’t need porta-potties there.
· Matt has the park permits for Kerby Corners and ShiaTown.  We are actually on the calendar for using the city park in Laingsburg.  Gaines is also informed about using our usual spot there.
· We actually have more volunteers this year than last year, fortunately.
· Barb and Matt are willing to help manage registration.  Since we won’t be selling jerseys or kits this year, we won’t need the mannequin.
· Our document registration includes release for paper registration DOR.  Will we have a QR code for online registration?  Dave Mansfield will ensure we have that possible and would like to have a large display at the ride.  Perhaps a QR code can be used for day-of T-shirt sales.
· Dave will send the QR code for registration to Joyce to publish on social media.
