Jessica reported that Joey Gilbert was awarded runner-up as best store manager of the year for Trek stores around the country.  She also confirmed that GWCC members can get 10% discounts on parts and accessories with proof of membership.  Trek has an in-store beginner bike clinic with free registration through EventBrite Wed March 18 6:30-8:30. Jessica outlined a process of doing a bike audit in Genesee County for AARP together with Grand Blanc Grid.  The purpose is to identify where bike lanes would reduce danger areas and promote bike safety in the area.
